Sunscreen

mist or spray. 
Shoes 

Make sure your child has an old pair of 
tennis shoes to keep at the center for 
playground use as flip flops and sandals 
are not safe for climbing. 
Jackets 
Temperatures change quickly.  It is 
important to have a light jacket as well as 
a warmer jacket for your child.

They will get 
messy, even in the afternoon. If for some 
reason your child needs to stay clean on a 
particular afternoon, please give this 
information to your child’s teacher.
